GENERAL OBJECTIVES

The aim of the Unified Tertiary Matriculation Examination (UTME) syllabus in Arabic 1s to prepare
candidates for admission into tertiary mnstitutions through the Board's exammation. It 1s designed
to test their achievement of the course objectives, which are to:

1 answer comprehension questions correctly in standard Arabic;

2. translate simple texts from English to Arabic and vice versa;

3. apply the rules of Arabic grammar functionally;

4. appreciate Arabic literary texts within the contexts of their environment and eras;
5. use Arabic as a living world language in communication where necessary.

Five of
them are on translation from English into Arabic
while the other five are on translation from Arabie
into English.
